Therefore, children need to develop skills in three outcome areas: (1) developing positive social-emotional skills; (2) acquiring and using knowledge and skills; and (3) using appropriate behavior to meet their needs. As you complete the following chart, document what you have observed with your child in these three functional areas of development. It is important that what you know and believe about your child is included in the assessment information and the IFSP/IEP team discussion.
