Sharing Assessment Results Activity

Meaningful assessment involves a process of gathering information about a child in an attempt to better understand and support learning and development. It includes information from multiple sources, e.g., observations, checklists, parent/caregiver interviews, and both formal and informal standardized measures. When interpreting results include all information gathered during the assessment to present a picture of the child’s ability to function and describe where support is needed. Refrain from presenting the child as a test score with a list of skills and deficits. Translate the isolated assessment skills into functional abilities.

	Communication

	Kia produces three to four word phrases, indicates her ‘wants’ and ‘needs’ with severe articulation errors, and asks a few “WH” questions. She is not yet expanding her phrases to five or six words or attempting to read context for social cues.


	While communicating with her family and daycare providers, Kia is able to articulate her wants and needs using her approximations of words. Often times it is challenging for her non-primary caregivers to understand what Kia wants. She often supplements her expressive language with gestures and points. Her family is working to encourage her to repeat phrases, throughout the day, when she is making choices, and when she is making requests. She frequently asks, “Where’s Mommy?” “When daycare done?” “Time to go home?”  Kia needs more everyday practice to become more articulate and learning to read contextual situations for social cues.
