Sharing Assessment Results Activity

Meaningful assessment involves a process of gathering information about a child in an attempt to better understand and support learning and development. It includes information from multiple sources, e.g., observations, checklists, parent/caregiver interviews, and both formal and informal standardized measures. When interpreting results include all information gathered during the assessment to present a picture of the child’s ability to function and describe where support is needed. Refrain from presenting the child as a test score with a list of skills and deficits. Translate the isolated assessment skills into functional abilities.

	Communication

	John can use at least five words, indicates ‘yes’ and ‘no’ in response to questions, and produces some 2-word phrases. He is not pointing to 6 body parts or pointing to 15 pictures of common objects.


	While communicating with his family, John is able to point to what he wants and is able to name some of his favorite objects. John is beginning to point to some body parts—his nose and eyes. He enjoys reading books and pointing to some objects on the page. His family is working on remembering to name things for him and encouraging him to repeat them, throughout the day, when he is making choices, and when he is making requests. His favorite phrases are ‘bye-bye,’ ‘me go,’ and ‘uhoh.’ He needs more everyday practice to become quicker with his responses.



	Social-Emotional 

	John can play simple games, express affection, and laughs at incongruous events (wearing a bowl as a hat). He does not like to share, has temper tantrums when frustrated and shows anxiety at separation from caregiver.


	John always gives his sister a big hug when she

gets home from school. Before she does her

homework, they have a snack together and then

she plays with him for a few minutes. They enjoy playing peek-a-boo together. He laughs when she pretends that she is eating his toys for her snack. He likes to try and help her with her homework and sometimes cries when it is time for her to take her things to her room to complete her homework. Mother would like more ideas to help calm him when he’s having tantrums.
