	Alexander has acquired some beginning concept knowledge. He is able to classify objects by size and basic attribute, name colors, understand beginning concepts (colors, size, prepositions), name 5 letters of his name, and count up to four objects correctly. He is beginning to cut out shapes with straight lines, and is able to write ttwo letters of his first name. When listening to a story or talking about immediate events, he is able to answer simple factual questions. Alexander has more difficulty with tasks that are less concrete. When given 2 or 3 step directions, Alexander will follow the first step but requires adult support for the remainder of the steps. This makes it difficult for Alexander to function independently within a preschool classroom. He has difficulty asking questions and answering “how” and “why” questions. During a small group story time, Alexander answered 2 of 7 “how/why” questions asked about the story. This indicates Alexander has difficulty with story comprehension and making predictions.
